TRANSFER GUIDANCE

Guaranteed Admission Agreement: Randolph-Macon College

This agreement does not guarantee your enrollment in any specific major.

By meeting the following criteria, you are guaranteed admission into Randolph-Macon

College.

e Transfer-oriented associate degrees include the Associate of Arts (AA), the Associate of
Science (AS), and the Associate of Arts & Sciences (AA&S) degrees identified by the State
Council of Higher Education for Virginia (SCHEV) as university-parallel transfer degrees.

o A minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50 or higher for credits earned at the degree-granting
institution is required.

e Students are required to earn a C or higher in each community college course applicable to
the transfer degree from a VCCS institution.

e Students must meet all requirements to earn a transfer associate degree as determined by
their VCCS institution, including a minimum of 60 credits. Additionally, students who were
previously enrolled at RMC and transferred back to a VCCS college to complete the transfer-
oriented associate degree are not eligible for participation in the GAA.

e A student may receive a maximum of 75 semester hours through transfer work from two-
year and four-year institutions and/or credit-by-examination (e.g., Advanced Placement or
International Baccalaureate). Additionally, no more than one-half of a student’s major or
minor coursework may be completed through transfer credit; at least one-half of the
semester hours of the major or minor must be taken at Randolph-Macon.

e Students may register their intent to transfer through the Transfer Virginia portal or by
contacting the RMC Office of Admissions. Students should have completed at least 45

college credits prior to registering their intent. Notification is recommended but not
required.

WHAT SHOULD | CONSIDER WHEN SELECTING COURSES?

e Create a schedule for all required courses, pay attention to prerequisites and when courses are
offered, complete your first math and English courses in your first year.

e Connect with an advisor at your community college and Randolph-Macon College within your

IS THIS DEGREE RIGHT FOR ME? |

e The Elementary Education Major at Randolph-Macon College leads to licensure. In order to
become licensed, students must pass a yearly criminal background check and the chair must
certify that the student hasn’t committed certain crimes, including crimes against children.

e Any student may major in Elementary Education at Randolph-Macon College; there is no
limit to the number of students who are accepted to the Elementary Education program
each year. In order to be licensed, students apply and be accepted to the Teacher
Preparation Program in their sophomore year, and then apply and be accepted to student
teach in their senior year.

® To apply to the Teacher Preparation Program, students must pass the VCLA, show proficiency
in math, and earn a 2.8 GPA.

e Students must earn a 2.0 in the major in order to graduate from RMC. Learn more about

WHAT IS THE IMPACT ON MY DEGREE OF WORK | HAVE ALREADY COMPLETED? ‘

e Associate Transfer Degree Completion: RMC divides its general education requirements into
four sections: Effective Communication, The Pillars of the Liberal Arts, Cross-Area
Requirements, and Wellness. Students admitted to RMC who meet the terms of this GAA will
be granted junior status. Students will be considered as having fulfilled RMC's lower division
general education requirements, with the following exclusions and exceptions:

o Students must complete any additional foreign language coursework necessary to satisfy the
Effective Communication requirement of two consecutive courses in a foreign language or
completion of a foreign language through the intermediate level (212 or 215).

o Students must complete the college's Cross-Area Requirements, most of which can be
fulfilled through major programs and should not significantly increase the time to
completion of degree. These requirements include one course that is designated as non-
western, one course that is attentive to diversity and inclusion, one course that is
experiential in its delivery, and one course that fulfills the collegiate capstone requirement.

When applicable, GAA students may apply courses taken for the VCCS transfer-oriented

associate degree program to these remaining requirements.

e Associate Degree Concurrent with High School: This GAA is not applicable to students earning
an associate degree concurrent with high school. High school students earning a concurrent
associate degree will apply for admission consideration as a first-year student (not transfer
student), and transfer credit will be reviewed on a course-by-course basis.

o Credit for Prior Learning: Students having earned credits through prior learning are still eligible
for guaranteed admission. VCCS credit for courses completed through Advanced Placement,
International Baccalaureate, Armed Services experiences, and other prior learning assessments
will not automatically be eligible for individual transfer to RMC; such courses will be evaluated
according to RMC's policy on credit-by-examination.

e Catalog Year: For students maintaining continuous enrollment, this entitlement will be in effect
for a minimum of four years from the time of the student's first enroliment at the two-year
institution. Students must enroll at the four-year institution within one year of completing
their associate degree. Students must complete the degree requirements in effect at the time
of their matriculation at RMC. GAA students may select an Academic Catalog from the two

years prior to their matriculation, but this decision must be communicated to the Registrar’s
Office within the first semester of attendance at RMC.

IS THIS COLLEGE RIGHT FOR ME?

e Students enrolled at Randolph-Macon College attend classes primarily Monday-Friday between
8 am - 5 pm with very few evening courses.

® RMC is a residential college, and all students are generally required to live on campus. To learn
more about the residential experience and policy for living off campus:

® The large majority of RMC coursework is offered in-person and on campus. A very limited
selection of online courses is offered in summer sessions.

DID YOU KNOW THAT...

e Completing your Associate transfer degree post-high school satisfies all lower division general
education requirements and increases the chance of completing your bachelor’s degree.

® Exceeding 3 years or 90 credits at your community college means you may have exhausted
your financial aid at that college and limited your future financial aid at RMC.

e If you apply as a traditional transfer and not through the intent to transfer under the GAA, you
will be considered for admission with all other transfer applicants.

o 60% of transfer applicants are accepted.

o You have college experience, and that matters. We strive to make your transition to RMC as
seamless as possible. In fact, we have been cited as a Phi Theta Kappa Honor Roll institution
for our commitment to our transfer students.

PROGRAM SUCCESSES & HIGHLIGHTS |

e All students who complete our Elementary Education Program are licensed to teach in Virginia.
Some students choose to go on to earn a Master’s Degree in Education after they begin their
teaching careers.

¢ Students in the Education Program complete fieldwork at local K-12 schools. The College does
not provide transportation to fieldwork sites, so you will need access to a car or other means of
transportation to get to most fieldwork sites.

¢ The Randolph-Macon Education Program is fully accredited by the Virginia Department of
Education and the Council for Accreditation of Education Programs.

* 100% of our students who are licensed to teach in K-12 obtain a full-time position in the

year after graduation, if they are seeking one.

OTHER THAN CLASSES, ARE THERE OTHER PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS?

¢ Students are required to complete a capstone experience in their senior year. For the
cybersecurity major, students must complete a project that applies knowledge obtained from
the required content of the major to a real-world problem of their choosing.

¢ No more than one half of the courses on a major or minor can be transferred; at least one-half
of the semester hours of the major or minor must be taken at Randolph-Macon.
