to eligibility for the Commission on Dietetic Registration credentialing exam to become
Registered Dietitian Nutritionists (RDN).

e Our graduates may pursue other career options such as Food Service Managers, Dietetic
Technicians, Nutrition Education Coordinators, or Food Science Technicians.

e The median salary for Dieticians and Nutritionists is $69,680 nationally.

WHAT IS THE IMPACT ON MY DEGREE OF WORK | HAVE ALREADY COMPLETED?

® Associate Transfer Degree Completion: Completion of the transfer-oriented degree program
will satisfy the REAL Curriculum (lower division/general education) requirements.

o Dual Enrollment — Completion of Associate Degree in HS: Students completing the associate
degree in high school should apply using the freshman application. If admitted, the student will
receive the benefits associated with the transferable associate degree (as noted above).

o Credit for Prior Learning: Specific course credit will only be added to a student record once
official scores are received and evaluated by the Office of Admissions. An official Joint Services
Transcript should be sent for evaluation of specific military credit.

e Catalog Year: Students will be subject to the catalog in effect at the time of enroliment at RU
unless otherwise requested.
